What is Triller?

Triller is a social video platform available for iOS and Android users. It
has been widely compared to TikTok as it involves users dancing or lip-
synching to their favourite songs. A number of celebrities are using
Triller such as Justin Bieber and Rita Ora. Users can create videos,
which are then auto-edited along with the ability to add filters and
personalise with text and emojis.

Triller is rated as 12+ by the App store, which means it may not be
suitable for children under the age of 12.
