COVID 19 Testing

We are hoping to roll out testing over the
coming weeks starting with a small group of
pupils and staff then rolling it out across the
school. It will happen on a weekly basis, every
Thursday.

Information is attached along with this
newsletter.  Please note that you must
complete a signed consent form (paper
version) before your child can be tested, these
will be sent home this week.

Tests are carried out by you at home, there is
a video included in the information
demonstrating how to carry out the test on your
son/daughter. It is available to all pupils who
attend school on a Thursday. The cut off time
for tests to be in school is 10am.

Sickness

Please remember that if your
son/daughter is ill not to send them
into school, particularly in the
current climate.
